NEO Literacy Corps is an AmeriCorps program funded through the Ohio Community Service Council. Area nonprofits are looking to place 24 individuals (16 full-time, 8 half-time) at 16 nonprofit host sites to bolster literacy programs through instructional support and volunteer coordination.
NEO Literacy Corps will address the high levels of low literacy in Cuyahoga County communities by recruiting, screening, training and matching AmeriCorps Members with organizations that provide a variety of literacy services to residents who are economically disadvantaged. Members will participate in providing direct services as well as volunteer recruitment, training and orientation activities.

NEO Literacy Corps will have two types of volunteer roles to increase the capacity of host literacy programs by allowing them to serve more individuals and increase program quality:
· Literacy Volunteer Coordinators: focus on recruiting, training, supervising and supporting community volunteers for specific literacy programs at host sites. Skills and experience required include: 
· 4 year college degree or equivalent work experience

· Experience with training and general management practices

· Ability to build relationships with diverse individuals
· Direct Literacy Service Providers: work within specific literacy programs at the host sites by serving as tutors, workshop leaders, and teacher’s assistants.  Skills and experience required include:
· High school or equivalent degree

· Experience in education or tutoring

· Builds trusting relationships with individuals

· Willingness to learn instructional methods
Compensation

 Full-time AmeriCorps Members (1700 service hours) will receive:

· $11,800 for living allowance

· $5,350 educational award to be used toward federal student loans

· Health benefits
· Deferment on all Federal Student Loans
Part-time members (900 hours) will receive a living allowance of $6,247.
