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Objectives: Students will be able to… 

Look at what factors influence how a newspaper covers a story. 

Compare & contrast how stories are written. 

Realize the different factors that may influence writers and publishers. 

Procedures: 

Pick out key words or phrases. 

Look at picture to discover who is featured. 

Hypothesize how the article may be different if written from a different perspective (political party or ideology or author, location, personal experiences of writer, etc.). 

Compare & contrast different sources of information (Plain Dealer vs. LA Times). 

Discuss the athletic statistics, and the difference between reality and hype: is the rivalry just made up to sell papers and tickets?
